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You will need...copies of the triangle grid or draw one on the board





Activity


This activity is suitable for individual, paired, group or whole class usage.


Depending on the age and maturity of the children the triangle can contain any number of rows. 


A target number is written in the space at the apex of the triangle.


The task is to complete the remaining rows with ways of making the target number. Any operation can be used, though you may initially wish to limit the  pupils to addition.


A partially completed example is shown below.

Extension Activities


The greater the number of rows in the triangle; the more complex the task might become.


Varying the target number and number of rows assists with differentiation.


Decimals and fractions could be used, as could negative targets.
