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You will need…no specific apparatus





Activity


Start by talking about odd numbers, looking at odd numbers on number lines and hundred squares.


Now try and recite numbers up to a given target number, say 20.


Instead of saying an odd number they have to say “Fizz”.


So, for the above example… “Fizz, 2, Fizz, 4,…”


If they reach the target number the class scores a point, if they are unsuccessful the leader scores a point.





(It may help to begin with to have number lines and hundred squares visible, then remove them– making it harder, and making the children visualise number tracks in their heads.)





Try other multiples. For example, Fizz on multiples of 5…


2  3  4  FIZZ  6  7  8  9  FIZZ


What about backwards from 50…?


FIZZ 49 48 47 46 FIZZ 44 43…





Extension Activities


Try other multiples, or other rules.


For example Target 30, all numbers with a 2 in it say ”Wheeze”.


Target 50, all multiples of 5 say “Fizz”, all multiples of 3 say “Buzz”.


Any other combinations could be attempted.
